Strikes Back, four chefs gave it their all, but there could only be one winner.

he tension was palpable as four culinary maestros prepared to
Tbattle it out in the second instalment of RACV Club’s Four Chef

Jason's game plan was to show Club members the passion and skill of
the team, as well as his own diversity.

I wanted to
prove to myself and everyone that we could take it up another level and
continue to outdo each other. "

Jason's dish for the showdown was an innovative transformation of the
twice-cooked lamb shoulder currently served in Sojourn.

"The dish is unique: we cook it until the meat falls of the bone, shred
it, and put it back together in a cylinder, which is refrigerated it until it

sets. Then we cook the lamb again," Jason says. "It looks simple but it’s
technical. If you don’t do the recipe perfectly, the lamb either falls apart

or it becomes very dry."

Served with spinach leaves, shallots in sherry vinegar, and hung
yoghurt, the dish was a hit with Club members and guests, who voted
it their favourite, allowing Jason to claim his first Four Chef Showdown
trophy.

The Naugaon twice-cooked lamb shoulder will be
served in Sojourn from May. It’s a fabulous dish for the
colder months. Come to City Club and try this award-
winning dish.
